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Ethnic Identity and National Identity of
the People in Hong Kong

A Liberal Explanation

Timothy Ka-ying Wong

Abstract

This study examines the existing ethnic identity, national identity
and liberal consciousness of the people in Hong Kong and ana-
lyzes their relationships. Based upon the results of a telephone
survey, the study finds that Hong Kong people have a very strong
indigenous identity, showing high ethnic pride. At the same time,
they also strongly identify themselves with the Chinese nation,
though mainly emphasizing the historical-cultural past, while
feeling somewhat alienated from the existing Chinese nation-state
and skeptical of the future Chinese national development. More-
over, the way Hong Kong people situate themselves between their
ethnic identity and their national identity is discernibly compli-
cated. On the one hand, they tend to raise their ethnic identity
above their national identity, seeing themselves more
“Hongkongese” than Chinese, and defining China from the per-
spective of Hong Kong. On the other hand, they are quite willing
to help in Chinese national development, have a relatively clear
conception of Chinese nationality and Chinese sovereignty, and
are very willing to strengthen their national education. As to
liberal consciousness, the study discovers that over 60% of the
Hong Kong people believe that freedom and human rights are
more important than the state and nation; more than 35% agree
that Tibetans, Taiwanese and Hong Kong people themselves have



the right to self-determination; and about 40% indicate that if
conditions permit they will consider leaving Hong Kong. More
importantly, the liberal consciousness of Hong Kong people is
found to be closely related to their ethnic identity and national
identity. Those who value freedom and human rights, support
self-determination or will consider leaving Hong Kong if condi-
tions permit are more likely to identify with Hong Kong and less
likely to identify with China. Such findings basically substantiate
the previous liberal explanations of ethnic/national development,
i.e., liberalism can be the foundation of ethnic awareness, of seces-
sionism and of nationalism.
