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Civil Awareness of Young People in
Post-1997 Hong Kong

Abstract

This report presents the findings of the third annual study of the
civil awareness of Hong Kong’s young people in October 1997 after
the return of Hong Kong to Chinese sovereignty. The survey was
commissioned by the Shatin District Board. We first randomly
telephone-interviewed 1,035 young people aged 15-24 from Hong
Kong as a whole, and later, for supplementary purpose, we
interviewed face-to-face in depth another 17 persons from the
Shatin District. Our findings include: (1) young people’s civic
awareness contains the aspects of both stability and change. On
civic rights and responsibilities, like in 1996, the young in 1997 still
emphasized freedom and human rights as well as obeying the law
and fulfilling civic obligations. On civic attitudes, they were still
rather negative and cynical, and even more so when compared
with 1996 and 1995. Nevertheless, they continued to regard voting
in an election as the most effective way to express their opinion to
government and expressed a strong desire for the direct election of
the SAR Chief Executive and the Legislature. On civic participation,
similar to 1996 and 1995, young people in 1997 displayed a strong
concern for daily news and events on the one hand but a weak one
for actual social and political participation. (2) Over the year, their
perception of the post-1997 Hong Kong continued to improve and
for the first time expressed more optimism than pessimism. (3)
Although Hong Kong had returned to China, similar to 1996, the
young people still maintained a strong indigenous identity and
believed that freedom and human rights, as well as local interests,
were more important than national and state interests. (4) The 1997
survey also explored their attitudes toward the future of civic
education. The results show that they felt the need to strengthen
education on civic values and local identity while being skeptical



of education emphasizing unilateral identification with the Chinese
nation-state. (5) The in-depth interview study basically confirms
the above findings of the telephone survey; yet it also produces the
following insights for future study reference: a) the young people’s
concern about daily news and events might not be a reflection of
their active pursuit, but because their family watched the TV news
and so they did passively; b) their political apathy might not be the
cause of their weak political participation but the result of Hong
Kong’s conservative political reality; c) that they valued voting
might not be a sign of their strong desire for political participation
but came from their not seeing voting as political participation; d)
the ambivalence of their strong indigenous identity and weak
identification with the Chinese state might be a result of
instrumental reasoning instead of emotional attachment/
detachment; e) they might not oppose national education; they
might only oppose national education attempting to indoctrinate
an uncritical acceptance of the Chinese nation-state.
