The Predicament of Vulnerable Groups
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Abstract

Based on data from a telephone survey, this paper systematically
examines Hong Kong people’s work situations and perceptions of
living under persistent economic hardship. The results revealed that
the experience of Hong Kong basically confirms the findings of both
international and local studies on the issue. Specifically, facing a
rapidly globalizing and increasingly knowledge-oriented world
economy, vulnerable groups with relatively weak market capacities
and low social positions inevitably suffer from poor job prospects
and from accompanying psychological and mental problems.

They also very much involve the entire lower class of
society who, although employed suffer from the fact that their work
prospects are continuously threatened by the unstable economic
environment. Their weak market capacity and low social position
make them extremely anxious about the stability of their jobs and
the security of their incomes. Such anxiety spills over into their
everyday life. Many are depressed and harbour thoughts of suicide.
Thus, in terms of understanding and solving these problems, the
focus of future research and the direction of policy-making should
not only concentrate on the unemployed. Instead, they should cover
all of the vulnerable groups whose job prospects are under threat.
